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Participant information sheet for women
Study Title: Examining the impact of continuity of carer for midwives and women.
Introduction

We would like to invite you to take part in a study. This sheet tells you more about the study. Please ask us if anything is not clear or if you would like more information. 

What is the study about?

One of the Better Start Bradford projects is looking at how to provide the best midwife care to women. 

The Better Start Bradford Innovation Hub, a part of Born in Bradford are looking to see how women found continuity of carer midwife-led support when they were pregnant and after their baby was born. 

Why have I been asked to take part? 

You have been asked because you have recently received continuity of carer midwife-led support during your recent pregnancy and you were cared for by the midwifery team at Bradford Royal Infirmary. 

Do I have to take part? 

No. It is up to you. Even if you do say yes now, you can change your mind at any time without giving a reason. 
What will be involved if I agree to take part? 

A researcher from the Better Start Bradford Innovation Hub will ask you some questions, and it will take about one hour. The researcher will arrange to meet you at a time that suits you best. You will be able to choose whether you want the researcher to speak to you in person, over the phone or online to ask you the questions. If you would like the researcher to meet you in person, you can choose if the researcher comes to your house or you could meet at a place close to your home like a community centre. The researcher will record the interview so that they can listen back to what you say. 

A member of the Better Start Bradford Innovation Hub will contact you by telephone in the next 2 weeks to see if you want to take part. If you are happy to take part, they will arrange a time and place to meet. If you don’t want the researcher to call you, please let us know by emailing Rachael Moss at rachael.moss@bthft.nhs.uk . 
As a token of appreciation, we will be giving each woman who completes an interview a £20 voucher. 

Will my taking part in the study be kept confidential? 

All your personal information (name, address, telephone number, email address) will be kept confidential and will be stored safely at the Better Start Bradford Innovation Hub. 

When the interview is written down you will be given a false name so that only the researcher who saw you will know who you are. 
The Better Start Bradford Innovation Hub is a part of the Bradford Hospitals NHS Foundation Trust. If we have concerns that you, or someone else, is at risk of harm then we will have to break confidentiality and tell the relevant healthcare services, for example your midwife, health visitor or GP.
The actual recordings of the interview will be destroyed once the study is completed. At the end of the study, your information will be securely saved for 10 years. 

What are the possible benefits of taking part?

People often say that it was helpful to talk about their experiences. We hope that the information we get will help shape the way pregnancy and after birth care by midwives is delivered in the future.  
What are the possible disadvantages and risks of taking part?

We do not anticipate that there will be any disadvantages or risks for you if you decide to take part. 

You may find some of the topics covered in the interview upsetting. You do not have to answer any questions you do not wish to and you may pause or stop the interview at any time. 

What will happen if I do not want to carry on with the study?

You are free to withdraw from the study at any time. If you withdraw, you will have up to 4 weeks after the interview to withdraw your data. If you withdraw after this time, the information already collected from you will be included in the final study analysis. 

What will happen to the results of this research study?

We hope to publish the results of this study in an academic journal. If you wish to obtain a copy of the report, you can request one from the researcher(s). 

It is also possible that the results and extracts from the interviews may be presented at conferences. You will not be identified in any report/publication.
